The tournament will begin with a shotgun gart
at noon. According to Dr. John Price, UNT vice
provost for the Dallas Campus, money raised at
the tournament will go directly to much needed
scholarships for Dallas Campus students.

"Last year's tournament raised over $33,000 that
was dedicated to our scholarship fund," he said.

The
fees include lunch, dinner and eligibility for
prizes. Registration also includes carts, green
fees, agift bag and driving range balls.
